What is it worth?

(maximum length of study is 3 years at a total
of $225,000 AUD).

¢ Support to get to the location of your
postgraduate study overseas from
Australia.

e Receive an additional fee waiver from our
partner universities including: Kings College
London, Cranfield University, IE University, The
University of Groningen and Weizmann
Institute of Science.

Special university focused scholarships

¢ The Roth/Segal John Monash Harvard
Scholarship is awarded to a Scholar who has
chosen to study at Harvard University.

Eligibility criteria

¢ Bean Australian citizen.

¢ Have completed (or nearly completed) a degree
with an Australian university.

¢ Be planning to undertake postgraduate study
overseas commencing in the calendar year
following the year of application.

¢ Be able to argue the merits of your chosen
course, institution and how they are best
positioned to drive progress in the chosen field
of study.

¢ Applicants who have been successful in
securing a Rhodes, Fulbright or Ramsay
scholarship are ineligible for a John Monash
Scholarship.

When do applications open?

Applications open every year on the 1st of
May and close at 17:00 on the 1st of July.

After the close date, applications are
shortlisted for two rounds of interviews that
take place between August and October -

for exact interview dates keep an eye on the
website. After the interview process has been
completed 15-20 Scholarships will be awarded.
